Directions to Russell Wright Alumni House 
 Coming on I-79, take the Slippery Rock exit then turn right onto Main Street at 1st stoplight 

 Coming north on Rt 8, take Hwy 173 north at Stone House (173 becomes Main Street) 

 Coming south on Rt 8, take Hwy 108 east to 2nd stoplight where you turn left onto Main St 

 Once on Main Street, you will enter SRU via the Main  Entrance on Main Street located between Morrow Way and Keister Road 

 The Russell Wright Alumni House is located on the right following a row of angle parking.  You may park in commuter or staff lots 

 Parking permits will be issued via email three days prior to the event. With this permit you may park in any non-handicapped 

  location.  SRU police prefer it be printed in color and then placed on the driver’s side of the dash board.
